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If you use EndNote, you may simplify the formatting of bibliographic references in your Information Visualization manuscripts by using an EndNote Style file IVS.ens. Here are the four simple steps you need to take:

1. Download the IVS.ens from http://www.pages.drexel.edu/~cc345/ivs/IVS.ens. 
2. Place the IVS.ens under the directory of your EndNote styles, i.e. Program Files/EndNote/Style.

3. Use EndNote as usual to insert references.

4. Select the IVS style to format your manuscript for IVS.
