Dear Sir/Madame:





Dental Health Associates of Paoli, PA is seeking proposals to provide design services for the renovation of our existing offices at 45 Darby Road, Paoli, PA.





Dental Health Associates is a dental practice made up of (3) physicians and associated professional staff.  We are committed to the practice of holistic, preventive, and biologically-oriented dental care.  Please review the attached practice summary from our website, biologicaldentists.com.





Currently, we are looking to give our offices a “face-lift” as it has been 5-years since we did our last major renovation.  There are two goals for this project.  First, we want to replace the existing acoustic partial height partitions that divide the corridor from the patient cubicles.  The partitions serve two purposes.  First, they physically divide the corridor and treatment cubicles providing visual privacy for the patient.  Second, they provide some acoustic privacy for the patient and practitioners.  We would like you to consider two options, systems furniture panels and custom millwork.  While the existing panels are easily moveable, the new panels do not need to be easily moveable, though the ability to reconfigure without major reconstruction would be a plus.





Our second objective is to redesign the lobby and the adjacent toilet room.  In the lobby, we would like to relocate and redesign the reception desk, but reuse the wood paneling and built-ins along with the marble flooring at the entry vestibule.  We would be interested in reconfiguring the area at the television monitor and in front of the existing fish tank to provide more useable waiting space.  We would like to upgrade the toilet room to be handicapped accessible per ADA requirements.  In regard to finishes, we would like to replace the existing carpet and the existing ceiling tiles.  We would like new finishes for the renovated toilet room.  We would like recommendations on both replacing the existing lobby seating and/or reupholstering the existing pieces, including the lounge chairs, side chairs and receptionist task chair.  We would like to consider window treatment in addition to the existing mini-blinds.  We would like an upscale look to fit with the patient mix that we attract.  Existing artwork will be reused.





In the corridors and patient treatment areas, we would like to replace the carpet, wallcovering and ceiling tiles.  We would like you to develop a typical patient cubicle format with recommendations for new indirect lighting and concepts for the display of artwork and photography above the patient treatment chair.  It should be noted that existing finishes will remain in the adjacent offices and therefore, must be compatible with the selected scheme.





The selected design firm will be responsible for the following scope of services:





Design and detailing of partial height partitions with material selections.





Space planning and millwork design in the lobby/reception area.





Selection and specification of interior finishes for the lobby, corridors and patient treatment areas.





Lighting and ceiling design and documentation of focal lighting in the reception and waiting area and typical patient treatment cubicle.  Provide concept sketches for options for artwork display on the ceiling.





Selection and specification of new upholsteries and/or new furniture for waiting and reception.





As mentioned earlier, our practice serves an upscale patient mix and therefore, the overall look of the space should be upscale and transitional in style.  As part of your proposal, a description of your background as well as your design approach will assist us in our evaluation.  The following materials are to be included in your proposal:





Resumes of design principals including work history and project experience





Description of your design process by phase





Description of your project approach and design philosophy





Description of project deliverables





Project Fee including rate table for design professionals
